ROLE

To receive and comment on reports on the activities of Healthwatch Richmond.

To provide advice and guidance on Healthwatch Richmond projects.

2.3
To consider emerging issues and requests raised by the local community or the activities of Healthwatch Richmond.

2.4
To recommend to the Board of Trustees new Healthwatch projects based on evidence that the issue is of importance to the local community.
2.5
To monitor the delivery of the contract with the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames to provide Healthwatch Richmond services in accordance with the Health and Social Care Act 2012 and to report to the Board of Trustees of RHV any significant matters arising.

To represent Healthwatch Richmond at meetings of the HWBB, via the Chair of the Committee.

To represent Healthwatch Richmond at meetings of the Richmond CCG, via the Chair of the Committee

To evaluate, prioritise and authorise requests for Healthwatch Richmond representation on other partner activity including boards, meetings, consultations and panels and other events relevant to HWR business.

To alert the Board of Trustees of RHV to any matters that might place the good name and reputation of RHV at risk.
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
